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                Reading to Children 
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lastic survey of just over 1,000 children ages 6-17 found that only 31 per-

cent said they read a book for fun almost daily, down from 37 percent four 

years ago.  Other findings:  For younger children¸ages 6 to 11̧ being read 

to aloud through elementary school seemed to be connected to a love of 

reading generally.  Children in the survey frequently cited reading aloud as a 

special bonding time with their parents. 

 Some literacy experts said that when parents or teachers read aloud 

to children even after they can read themselves, the children can hear more 

complex words or stories than they might tackle themselves.  Experts also 

say the real value of reading to children is helping to develop background 

knowledge in all kinds of topics as well as exposure to sophisticated lan-

guage.

 Minds in Motion with Mrs. Aé.. 
 We had a great start to the new year.  The children are 

remembering the Minds in Motion stations and are improving 

tremendously in coordination and balance.  This month we will 

be focusing on the ñdinosaur stomp.ò   Students will stomp 

down hard on padded shapes and colored dots in patterns on the 

floor.  They will go forward or backward while crossing their 

feet.  This station encourages students to use energy to stomp as hard as possible.  

This produces somatosensory stimulation through the feet and legs to the brain.  

Activities like this improve skills used in walking, standing, and sitting in a con-

trolled manner.    

 Because we had so much fun celebrating the Winter Olympics last year, 

the children will again participate in Olympic game activities in addition to their 

Minds in Motion curriculum.  Please feel free to stop by the gym during your

Better Behavior Through Loving Discipline  
 

As your children grow up, it½s natural for them to 
challenge you.  Sometimes it seems easier to just 
let them have their way.  But all young children 
need limits, and they need their parents to guide 
them.  Discipline works best with a balance of love, respect, clearly 
defined rules, and understanding.  Here are some secrets to effec-
tive discipline.   
Make the rules clear ¹Children do best when they know what to ex-
pect.  Talk about family rules, explaining the consequences clearly.  
Children are more likely to remember the rules if there are a few 
broad ones, rather than many specific ones.  
Be consistent and firm ¹When your children test the rules from time 
to time, stand your ground and apply the set consequences.  Let 
them know you mean business.  
Give positive feedback ¹Try to focus more on what your children do 
right than on what they do wrong.
