www.bikeandbuild.org They are raising funds and
awareness for affordable housing throughout the
United States. You may not know this, but our church
has hosted them the last 7 summers as they took a
one-night layover in Columbus on their way West.

Housing is on my mind these days. Yes, we've been
looking for a home in Columbus, but the main reason
I've been thinking about housing is because people
come to the church asking for assistance, and a
common theme is how difficult it is for them to find
affordable housing in Columbus. Sitting at my office or
during Hot Meals, these folks share stories of how they

are barely able to afford rental property, or stories of having to sleep
on a friend’s couch, or ending up homeless. One man told me his family
was living in an apartment in town, but when he got hurt and couldn’t
work full time, he fell behind a month and a half on his rent and ended
up being evicted. With that eviction on his record, he said only one
other landlord in town would even consider taking an application.
Affordable housing is also on my mind because that's the work my wife
Tracy does in Noblesville at the Hamilton County Area Neighborhood
Development, a community development corporation which builds
affordable housing for seniors.

In our church we have a vision to assess and address poverty in our
area. Housing is a huge element of what becomes a barrier for a family
trying to break the cycle of poverty or break a cycle of abuse. I'm not
asking you to ride your bicycle across the country to promote affordable
housing, but I am asking you to come to the church on Monday June
7th around 5:00pm and meet some of the folks who are making this
trek. Let them know that you are now more aware about the need for
affordable housing. Listen to their stories. Let them tell you why they're
so passionate about it. Maybe their enthusiasm will rub off on you.
Maybe you’ll begin to ask questions about the availability of affordable
housing in Columbus. As a church, together with leaders in our
community already working on this topic, I believe we can make a
lasting impact in the life of individuals and the culture of our city as a
whole.

TORTURE AWARENESS MONTH
2016

It’s June and that means celebrating Gay Pride month as well as acknowledging
Torture Awareness month. We will hang banners outside our church as an action of
justice for both events.

On June 26, 1987, the nations of the world took action against the abhorrent
practice of torture. Now, June 26th is International Day in Support of Victims of Torture.
Ten years ago, National Religious Campaign Against Torture (NRCAT) began the
movement to end torture. Since 1972, our PC(USA) policy has opposed prisons in
general as a primary means of addressing criminal behavior. We remain collectively
complicit in not addressing the multiple problems and trends in punishment rather than
rehabilitation. We know our work against torture is not done. Guantanamo remains open
and continues to hold detainees without due process. On any given day, 80,000 — 100,000
people continue to endure the inhumane torture of solitary confinement cells. Anti-
Muslim sentiment continues to foment acts of hate and campaign rhetoric suggests public
policy dangerous to our democracy.

Christ calls us to turn a critical eye to a punitive system that does not necessarily
recognize the inherent dignity and value of humanity. This June 2016 we will focus on
prayer and education in hope that individually and/or collectively we might find ways to
take action. Please look up NRCAT.org and view the videos and explore the many faith
related resources. Welcoming refugees fleeing from violence has been a calling for some
in our congregation. Social Justice Committee will have an educational table with some
resources and the opportunity to sign three separate petitions. Perhaps some people in our
church family will feel called to become a lifeline and write to others in solitary
confinement. Donations to NRCAT would be another way to help. To acknowledge
Torture Awareness month, we ascribe to learn — pray — and act. Join us as we mark the
month and grow in our awareness.

AN UPDATE ON THE AL HAMWI FAMI

Our refugee family is settling into life in the USA. They have been welcomed by
several Arab families in the Indianapolis area and they are trying to forget the
hardships of living in a refugee camp in Jordan where water was available only one
day per week. Sara, the 8 year old, is enrolled in Pike township schools, Mohammed
1s employed at a steak house a few minutes bike-ride from home and they are all
working really hard to learn English and adapt to our culture. Bicycling has made it
possible to do grocery shopping and other errands. Exodus has provided English
classes and workshops on culture issues. Many health issues have kept volunteers
busy providing transportation. A clinic called Shalom is reasonably close where
they have translators available via telephone. Every trip we make to assist them
involves staying with the family for a delicious meal. They have truly mastered the
art of hospitality.

We are working with Irvington Presbyterian Church, coordinating our efforts to
avoid duplication. Irvington hosted a meet-and-greet dinner on May 25 and a few
of us attended that event. We plan to have a similar event in the near future at our
church. We have learned that the family has been engaged in working with leather
for several generations and they would like to set up a small shop in the home to
make women's purses and other items from leather or other fabrics. We are trying to
find a used heavy-duty sewing machine and other tools to make that happen.

Those of us who have had the opportunity to be with the family have grown very
fond of them and they of us. Language has been a struggle but we have found ways
to communicate with each other. The grandmother and the father in particular need
our prayers for healthy outcomes. The children have spent precious years just to
survive and now they desperately want to catch up on their education. We also pray
that Indiana will grow to be more tolerant and understanding of the contribution
immigrants make in our lives.

Please consider volunteering to help with this effort. You will be richly rewarded for
your effort.
