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Journey to God, Journey with God 

In 1989, right before Tracy and I got engaged, I heard 
an ad on the radio about an incredibly cheap airfare 
from Chicago to Paris. To promote new direct service 
from OôHare to Orly International Airport, American 
Airlines was offering a round trip ticket for $350.00. I 
was a poor seminarian living in a dorm, but I recognize 
a bargain when I see one. We had two things going for 
us:  Tracy has a very 
good friend who at the 
time was living in Paris, 
and my command of 
French was much better 
back then, so when I 
asked Tracy if sheôd like 
to go to Paris for Spring 
Break she said yes!  

It was an unforgettable 
trip. We saw the main 
sights, visited museums, 
sat in picturesque cafés, 
and generally took in the 
whole experience. 
Tracyôs friend let us stay 
in her apartment; she was a wonderful hostess who 
knew how to receive friends from the States and get 
us acclimated to Paris. Paris is well known for its 
Metro, its subway, and Tracy took on the task of 
deciphering and guiding us through the city on the 
subway. There were color-coded maps and time charts 
to carry and read, and there were signs to follow at the 
stations and at street level. Back then, the Paris 
subway lines were each named after the two terminals 
where the line started and ended. (Chicago used to do 
the same thing, before they changed the line names  
to a different color each – Orange Line, Blue Line, 
etc.). We never rode a train from one end to the other, 
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but we knew by the pairing of stations naming the train, that we were 
on the line we needed.  

In the season of Lent, weôre on a journey: one which Jesus starts on 
the Jordan River and ends in a tomb near Calvary. We follow Jesusô 
steps, as he taught his disciples, as he healed people, and he 
challenged the establishment. His purpose was to get people closer to 
God. There were those who joined in mid-journey. There were some 
who followed until they were uncomfortable with what the Rabbi was 
sharing and then left. There were some who saw it all from a distance, 
not really interested in getting on that train. Only a few remained until 
the train reached its final station (or in fact, what they mistakenly 
thought was the final station).   

Lent is a season when we travel together in remembrance of that 
journey which Jesus first led; we find ourselves in a journey to God and 
at the same time a journey with God. This subway line starts with God 
and ends with God. Maybe itôs a circle back to God? Or maybe God is 
there to see us get on and there to welcome us home? Throughout 
these forty days of Lent, be mindful of the journey. Consider how you 
are making the journey towards God, towards living out fully the 
teachings God offers us in the Bible and through our fellow travelers. 
Consider also that God journeys with us. God is present and active as 
we make this trip. The disciplines of Lent, which include prayer, fasting, 
reading, service, help us along the way.

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NEWS FROM YOUR FPC SESSION 
 

The Session met at their regularly stated time on February 15, 
2017.  The Session received and approved by consensus reports 
from the following committees that were electronically sent prior 
to the meeting: Minutes of the January Officer Retreat and Session 
Meeting, Minutes of the January Annual Congregational Meeting, 
the FPC Member Activity report, Pastorôs report, Adult Fellowship & 
Education minutes, Deacon report, Presbyterian Foundation report, 
Preschool report, Social Justice minutes, and Treasurerôs report.  
The Pastor also submitted a list of potential people who might join 
a Journey of Faith class after Easter. 
 
The Worship Committee asked for approval to have the Rev. John 
Erickson preach on March 19.  Session seconded and approved 
this request.  The Pastor asked for approval of 3 different wedding 
dates, and they were approved; marriage counseling has already 
begun with the Pastor. 
 
Vern Jorck was approved by Session as the Commissioner to 
Presbytery and Luther Pierson was approved as the Alternate 
Commissioner. 
 
Barbara Newton, Director of the FPC Preschool, attended the 
Session meeting and gave an annual presentation.  She talked 
about the need for flexibility due to preschoolersô families needing 
to travel abroad to renew green cards/visas, the need for 
preschool scholarship monies, the enrichment provided to the 
school because there are so many students and faculty/staff with 
international heritage/backgrounds/language, and the fact that the 
FPC preschool has been recognized as the óplace for children with 
special needs.ô She commented that the children and teachers/
staff value the monthly story time with Pastor Felipe. 
 
The Session members spent time talking about how our church 
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should reach out to Young Adults.  A worksheet from a 
presentation by the Center for Congregations was used for the 
discussion.  Since this is one of our Four Strategic Goals, the 
conversation will continue! 
 
The next meeting of Session will be March 29, 2017 at 7:00 p.m. 
in the Laws Room.  Members/worshipping friends of FPC are 
always welcome to attend Session meetings.

The reason I felt it was such an honor to serve as Moderator of 
our Stewardship and Finance Committee is because all of you 
have always been very generous in sharing your time and your 
talent to help others.
